Requirements to Compete:

1. Engineering Notebooks must be complete, thorough and accurate and must include all required elements.

4. Team must have completed a basic website that tells the team’s story and includes pictures of each team member and team activities.  The website will link to the team SharePoint site.

5. Team must utilize and personalize a SharePoint site.  The site will be used over the course of the season and will show evidence of continuing use including storing of FTC documents, team correspondence, discussions, links, and event calendar listing team build sessions and competitions.

6. Team must secure a minimum of $300.00 in sponsorships for RobotFest or the Pancake Breakfast to cover the registration fee.  

7. All team members going to competition must pass a game and robot rules test.

8. One team member must stay up to date on all rule changes and new information provided by FIRST and inform the team and mentors of these changes in a timely manner.
